Grammaire Notes

Alphabet

Cognates:  words that have the same meaning and possibly the same spelling in English and in French.
False cognates:  words that are spelled the same in French and English but have a different meaning.

Accent marks on the first letter of the first word in a sentence are left off.

Capitalization of words:  Only the first letter of the first word, proper names, and proper names of places are capitalized.
The letter “h” has no sound in French; it is silent. The French consider the letters “h” and “y” vowels.

See page 22 for accent marks.

Only “c” “r” “f” “l” are pronounced at the end of words.  You must be CAREFUL and drop the endings.

If a word ends in a consonant and the next word begins with a vowel, there is a liason and the ending sound transfers to the next word.  If an “s” is at the end, the “s” turns into a “z” sound.
