Forming Questions

1. Intonation:  Make voice rise at the end of a sentence.

Il va à la plage?▲
 Is he going to the beach?
Only used in speaking

2. Est-ce que:  Place at the front of a sentence.

Est-ce qu’il va à la plage?

Is he going to the beach?

Est-ce que tu vas à la plage?

Are you going to the beach?

3. N’est ce pas:  Place at the end of a sentence. Negative response
Il va à la plage n’est ce pas?

Are you not going to the beach?

4. Question Words: Placed at the beginning of the sentence.  
a. Qui-Who  replaces subject of sentence
Qui va à la plage?

Who is going to the beach?

Avec qui  tu vas a la plage? 
With whom are you going to the beach? 
b. Qu’est-ce que or forms of Quel-What

Quelle fem sing elle va à la plage?
Quel mas sin, Quels mas pl Quelles fem pl
What is she going to the beach?
Quel must agree in gender and number with the subject of sentence

c. Quand-When

Est-ce que quand il va à la plage?

When is he going to the beach?

d. Pourquoi-Why

Pourquoi  il va à la plage?

Why is he going to the beach?
Must answer with Parce que
Parce que’il nage avec ses amis.

Because he swims with his friends.

e. Où-Where

Où-est-ce qu’ il va?

Where is he going?

f. Comment-How

Comment il va à la plage?

How is he going to the beach?
g.  Combien de? How much
Combien de coutent ils vont à la plage?
How much does it cost for them to go to the beach?
5. Inversion:  Place the verb first and then the subject pronoun.

Va-t-il à la plage?

Is he going to the beach?
